Alan Bayer, Chairman of the Brownfield Industrial Development Corporation (BIDCorp), called the meeting to order.

The Invocation was led by Boardmember Swaringen. 

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Boardmember Lochridge. 

The minutes of March 2, 2015 were approved as presented. 

First, Director David Partlow presented the financial report and funds on hand for February 2015 to the BIDCorp Board.  Boardmember Lochridge moved and Boardmember Swaringen seconded the motion to approve the financial report and funds on hand for February 2015. This motion was put to a vote with all, voting aye none no.  Chairman Bayer declared the motion carried.

Next, Director Partlow reported the sales tax for March 2015 was $31,573.20 which is up 6.70% from last month and up 19.09% year to date. No action was taken. 

	The BIDCorp Board then heard a presentation from Kerry Miller of Kimley Horn & Associates regarding the High Plains Winery Estates.  Mr. Miller presented a drawing of the proposed event center, a standard master agreement from Kimley Horn & Associates, and a surveying service agreement from Hugo Reed and Associates (HRA). These agreements will need to be executed in order to continue the development of the High Plains Winery Estates. After some discussion, Boardmember Lochridge moved, with a second from Boardmember Swaringen to allow BIDCorp to hire Kimley Horn & Associates and Hugo Reed and Associates to begin working on Tasks 1-4 (Surveying/Platting) in the amount of $35,100 and Task 5 (Planning Services) in the amount of $25,000 for a total of $60,100. The tasks are described as follows: Task 1- Overall Perimeter Survey, Task 2- Tract C Perimeter Survey, Task 3- Improvement and Topographic Survey, Task 4- Right-of-Way Closure Services (portion of Guar Lane), and Task 5- Planning Services. This motion was put to a vote with all member voting aye none no. Chairman Bayer declared the motion carried.
